One shortcoming of English language learning when it occurs outside of content area instruction is that students are less likely to apply what they learn about English to their use of English in other classroom contexts. 

Language is optimally learned/acquired not as a subject, but as a tool that enables authentic, purposeful communication.

This series of workshops will allow teachers to look at the language demands of their content instruction and develop ELL-specific activities and lessons that will give students what they need when they need it—language support while learning content.

Participants will:

· review language functions and grammatical forms so that noticing them becomes easier.
· have guidance and time to analyze the language demands of upcoming lessons (for April, May, and June) that you select. 

· connect the functions and forms that you include to the  CCSS and ELD standards.

· create materials, activities, and lessons specifically for the ELLs in your classes in order to contextualize their language learning.
· learn how to include assessment of ELL’s language proficiency in your class.
· foster an atmosphere of creative and collaborative idea sharing.
